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State Department Recalls Ritz Crackers.








Washington DC – July 13 – Secretary of State Condoleeza Rice said on Friday that it was a matter of national security that the Government set a nationwide ban of Ritz Crackers effective immediately, according to the Non-Associated Press.


     Production of the household snack was halted immediately this morning following release of the report. All Ritz cracker products are being recalled immediately as well, and the White House is urging everyone to return Ritz crackers to any store location with a Government-assigned disposal system.

George Bush Sculpture to be Added to Mount Rushmore





Rapid City, SD – September 17th – The National Park Service has approved construction a monument to George W. Bush at Mount Rushmore, and is waiting for pending approval and funding by Congress to begin the project.


     Construction could begin as early as next spring, according to Timothy Alerwarp of the National Park Service, if 





Congress approves the funding. A special congressional hearing is scheduled for early next week and Washington sources say that the project has an


Overwhelming support in the legislative community and has a good chance of being approved.


     Completed in 1941 in the Black Hills of South Dakota, Mount Rushmore features sculptures of George Washington, Thomas Jefferson, Theodore Roosevelt, and Abraham Lincoln. Engineering reports suggest that the George W. Bush sculpture would be 





carved out of the outcrop next to George Washington, at the very edge of the mountain.


     The project could cost as much as $10 million, more than ten times the cost of the original project, say analysts. The engineers report also said that maintenance costs could double the total pricetag due to machine stress on the rest of the sculpture. 


     Dayna McCarver, President of the Mountain Carvers Association of Preservation sent a letter to Congress. “The current project could jeopardize the integrity of the entire sculpture, if not the mountain itself. This is a very dangerous undertaking,” she said. McCarvers’ own report said there was a 1 in 10 chance that the structure integrity of Mount Rushmore could be compromised if the project were to be enacted.
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O.J. Simpson Hijacks Airplane








Los Angeles – 10/10/07 – Reports from the FAA, NTSB, LAPD, and the Non-Associated Press concur that O.J. Simpson was the sole hijacker on American Airlines Flight 362 enroute to New York last Thursday.


     Flight 362 took of from LAX at 10:35 Thursday morning with 190 passengers, according to LAX officials, and about 40 minutes later there was an indication of a disturbance onboard. Pilot Benjamin Utilitie said that Simpson terrorized the passengers and threatened to barge into the cockpit if the flight crew did not fly to Costa Rica. 


     The incident ended when a spunky, quick-thinking flight attendant granted the actors’ wishes for a bourbon and Coke, which she promptly added something extra. The substance is still unknown, but it disabled Simpson long enough for the plane to land and for him to be arrested.


     “It, it was sooo scary,” said Marie, a passenger on the plane, “It was O.J., and he was so mean; I will never fly again. He even said he’d kill anyone who asked for autographs.”


O.J. Simpson is reported to be in FBI custody and being held without bail, according to the Non-Associated Press. It is unknown whether he will be tried on terrorist charges as has been rumored.

     The piece, entitled “A Full Ticket – for a Ride Out, or an Empty Promise,” was cut from production, but an opinionated fellow said that the paper would probably include it “within the next couple of weeks.”


     In a statement by an N-AP representative, Debaturo stated near the finish of this weeks’ column that he was standing atop a chair with a rope around his neck, gun in his left hand to his head, and a flame thrower in his right hand, aimed at his groin. “However, the closing statement follows the exclamatory claim in which he states his death,” according to the same anonymous rep, who also says that the closing summation was quite well crafted.


     EB1N staff were unable to contact the family or kin of Debaturo, who has written for The New York Times for an undisclosed amount of time. Mark Debaturo is known for writing pieces covering a range of political topics, including last months’ “Should I die now, or wait – The Insanity of Politics,” and “The Evil Sins of The Lawmakers – and the Ones Who Free Them in Exchange for a Law.”  The newspaper had no comment.


     Debaturo leaves behind his 4th wife, Melinda, 17 children, and 3 Capuchin monkeys, as well as his estate, if he is in fact dead.

     Police say that Ordenthal has stalked several celebrities, including Angelina Jolie, George Clooney, Martin Scorsese, Teri Hatcher, and Marvin Gaye, among several others. “I’d spotted him several times in the past couple of months,” says Marconi, “It’s hard to get the police on such short notice, because these stalkers are so elusive and quick, but in my business, you see them all the time.”


     In February, 2006, the stalker had been arrested on charges he stalked and threatened to kill Garth Brooks, but was soon released. According to the LAPD, Marconi has a record of 8 arrests, 3 warrants, and 12 acts of misconduct. 


     The stalker, whose sight reportedly returned by Saturday morning, will be arraigned and a trial is scheduled to begin sometime in mid-October. Police are still assessing how long he may be incarcerated.

Secret Plot Uncovered to Move Everything to MySpace


Santa Clara, CA – June 12th - MAJ SiteMax, Inc. reported Thursday that according to various data compiled from blogs across the internet, Myspace, the U.S. Government, and several private firms, a plot has been discovered to move everything to the social networking site MySpace by the end of 2007.

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NASA Weighs Launching Concert Module for ISS


July 7th – NASA officials have been secretly planning for the possibility of building and launching a concert module for the International Space Station sometime next year, according to affiliated sources.


     The module would be a bit wider than the Destiny Laboratory Module and possibly connected to Unity. It will consist of a stage element and seating appropriate for the astronauts aboard the station as well as for those visiting on the Space Shuttle.


     It is projected to cost as much as $1.3 billion to fund the new module.

be a great way to fill our financial gaps and provide entertainment in orbit at the same time,” said NASA Administrator Michael Griffin in an unrelated interview. “Funding from advertisers and the artists themselves would pay for the launch and maintenance, and even contribute to the overall project,” he added.


     According to NASA sources, the module will probably be launched by rocket from Kennedy Space Center by the middle of next year. Several astronauts anonymously stated that they loved the idea, and wondered whether the administration would allow them to take along their instruments and have an orbital open mic.
